Dolls and Guns is drummer/composer Kevin Brow’s new album of original duo and solo music that breathes a balance between both a masculine and feminine musical expression, and which follows a strong compositional/improvistorisk thread from beginning to end.  
Dolls and Guns is recorded with 14 of the worlds most innovative jazz and classical musicians from USA, Canada, Norway, Denmark and France.  Each tune is written specifically for the musician that recorded the piece, and all of the music is to a large extent through composed with limited space for improvisation.  This gives the album it’s own original sound and attitude full of personal expression, which takes the listener on a coherent musical journey from start to finish.  Dolls and Guns is an album that more presents the atmosphere of a filmsoundtrack than a jazz duo/solo album.  All the music is composed by Kevin Brow, whom also plays drums on most of the tunes.
